1. THE IMPORTANCE OF
JERUSALEM
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During this time some prophets came down
from Jerusalem to Antioch. 28 One of them,
named Agabus, stood up and through the Spirit
predicted that a severe famine would spread
over the entire Roman world. (This happened
during the reign of Claudius.) 29 The disciples,
as each one was able, decided to provide help
for the brothers and sisters living in Judea. 30
This they did, sending their gift to the elders by
Barnabas and Saul.
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1. THE IMPORTANCE OF
JERUSALEM
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Then after fourteen years, | went up again
to Jerusalem, this time with Barnabas. |
took Titus along also. 2 | went in
response to a revelation and, meetin

rivately with those esteemed as leaders,

presented to them the gospel that |
preach among the Gentiles. | wanted to be
sure | was not running and had not been
running my race in vain.
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On the contrary, they recognized that | had
been entrusted with the task of preaching
the gospel to the uncircumcised, just as
Peter had been to the circumcised. 8 For

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9 James, Cephas and John, those esteemed
as pillars, gave me and Barnabas the right
hand of fellowship when they recognized the
grace given to me. They agreed that we
should go to the Gentiles, and they to the
circumcised. 10 All they asked was that we
should continue to remember the poor, the
very thing | had been eager to do all along.
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
